· “The Russian-Turkish migration system: the transformation of the economic cooperation”.
At each round table there will be the presentation of 3-4 key reports and discussion of the problematic questions between conference participants.

To participate in the conference are invited experts who work on ​​migration issues in the disciplines of demography, economics, sociology, geography, anthropology, law and public administration.
