Special session(s) on complementary data sources
For this 5th instalment of the GGP Conference, we also invite submission of papers using data sources that compliment or are similar to those in the GGP, including (but not limited to) the DHS, the FFS, and the HFD. We also encourage submission of papers combining the Gender and Generations Survey with other sources of data.

Papers can be submitted for oral or poster presentation and there will be a prize for the best poster.  There is no fee for the conference but places are limited. Abstracts should be submitted via the form on the GGP Website (www.ggp-i.org) by 26th April 2019. Authors will be notified in mid-June about the outcome of their submission.

Note that each participant can be first author on only one paper or poster. There will also be a one-day methodological training on 23 October (details to be provided soon on the GGP website).
