David Coleman is Supernumerary Fellow in Human Sciences and University Professor in Demography at St. John’s College, Oxford University, and the Oxford Institute of Population Aging. His research interests include the comparative demographic trends of the industrial world, particularly the reasons for the persistence of substantial international differences in birth and death rates and in family structure. He also studies immigration trends and policies and the demography of ethnic minorities. Dr. Coleman served as Special Advisor to the UK Home Secretary and consultant for the United Nations. 

Jack A. Goldstone(PhD. Harvard)is Hazel Professor of Public Policy and a Fellow of the Mercatus Center of George Mason University. He is also a Visiting Fellow at the Woodrow Wilson International Center, and Director of the Research Laboratory on Political Demography and Social Macrodynamics at the Russian Presidential Academy of National Economy and Public Administration. He is the author of Revolution and Rebellion in the Early Modern World (winner of the 1993 Distinguished Contribution to Scholarship Award of the American Sociological Association), and co-editor of Political Demography: How Population Changes are Reshaping International Security and National Politics. Winner of the Barrington Moore and ArnoldoMomigliano awards for scholarship, he has chaired a National Academy of Sciences study of USAID programs, and worked with the OECD and the U.S. State and Defense Departments on their strategies for fragile states. The author of over 12 books and 140 academic articles, Goldstone has been a Visiting Scholar at the University of California-Berkeley, the University of Cambridge, Caltech, and UCLA. Mark L. Haas is Professor in the Political Science Department and the Graduate Center for Social and Public Policy at Duquesne University in Pittsburgh. He formerly was a National Security Fellow at the Olin Institute for Strategic Studies and an International Security Fellow at the Belfer Center for Science and International Affairs, both at Harvard University. Haas received his Ph.D. in political science from the University of Virginia and his B.A. in political science, economics, and history from Duke University. He is the author of The Clash of Ideologies: Middle Eastern Politics and American Security (Oxford University Press, 2012); The Ideological Origins of Great Power Politics, 1789-1989 (Cornell University Press, 2005), and 

co-editor of The Middle East and the United States: History, Politics, and Ideologies (Westview Press 2011, fifth edition) and The Arab Spring: Change and Resistance in the Middle East (Westview Press, forthcoming). Haas's scholarly articles have appeared in such journals as International Security, International Organization, International Studies Quarterly, Security Studies, and The Review of Politics, and his opinion pieces have been published in The Boston Globe, The International Tribune Review, and The Pittsburgh Post-Gazette. 

Andrey Korotayev attended Moscow State University, where he received a B.A. degree in 1984 and an M.A. in 1989. He earned a Ph.D. in 1993 from Manchester University and in 1998 a Doctor of Sciences degree from the Russian Academy of Sciences. Since 2000, he has been Senior Research Professor in the Oriental Institute and Institute for African Studies at the Russian Academy of Sciences, as well as Professor and Director of the Anthropology of the East Center at the Russian State University for the Humanities, Moscow. In 2001-2003, he directed the “Anthropology of the East” Program at the National Research University Higher School of Economics in Moscow. In 2003-2004, he was a visiting member at the Institute for Advanced Study in Princeton, NJ. He is currently a Senior Research Fellow in the Research Laboratory in Political Demography and Social Macrodyamics at RANEPA. Korotayev is co-editor of the journals Social Evolution & History and Journal of Globalization Studies, as well as History & Mathematics Almanac (together with Leonid Grinin and Arno Tausch). Together with AskarAkayev and George Malinetsky he is a coordinator of the Russian Academy of Sciences Program “System Analysis and Mathematical Modeling of World Dynamics”. Korotayev is a laureate of the Russian Science Support Foundation in “The Best Economists of the Russian Academy of Sciences” nomination (2006). In 2012 he was awarded the Gold Kondratieff Medal by the International N. D. Kondratieff Foundation. 

Donghyun Park is currently a Principal Economist at the Economics and Research Department of the Asian Development Bank (ADB), which he joined in April 2007. Prior to joining ADB, he was a tenured associate professor of economics at Nanyang Technological University in Singapore. Dr. Park has a Ph.D. in economics from UCLA, and his main research fields are international finance and trade. His research, which has been published extensively in academic journals and books, focuses on policy-oriented topics relevant for Asia’s long-term development, including Asian sovereign wealth funds and Asian pension reform. Dr. Park plays a leading role in the production of Asian Development Outlook, ADB’s flagship annual publication. 

Sang-Hyop Leeis Professor of Economics and Director of the Center for Korean Studies at the University of Hawai’I, and Senior Fellow at the East-West Center. He is co-editor of 10 books and author of numerous articles on the economics of aging, fiscal policy, and globalization.Dr. Lee’s research has focused on the linkage between population aging, labor market, and social welfare issues, with particular emphasis on Asia. 

Sergey Shulgin is an economist, specializing in political economy and data mining. He holds a B.S. in Computer Science and an M.A. in Economics. He received his Ph.D. (2006) in Economics from the Higher School of Economics (Moscow). He is Vice-head of the International Research Laboratory in Political Demography and Macrosocial Dynamics at the Russian Presidential Academy of National Economy and Public Administration (RANEPA) in Moscow. His research interests include institutional economics and comparative studies, political business cycles, voting behaviour and electoral preferences, and the role of demography in political processes. 

Vasil Sakaev is Associate professor of Political Science in Kazan Federal University (Russian Federation). 

He specializes in studies of the demography of the Tartarstan region in Russia. 

Julia Zinkina is a specialist in the field of analysis of complex systems and processes. She received her PhD degree at the Institute of African Studies, Russian Academy of Sciences, in 2011. She is a research fellow at the Institute of African Studies, Russian Academy of Sciences, and participant of the Russian Academy of Sciences Presidium Project ‘Complex System Analysis and Mathematical Modeling of Global Dynamics’. Starting in 2013, she is a Senior Research Fellow at the Research Laboratory on Political Demography and Social Macrodynamics at RANEPA. Her main research interests in social and economic dynamics are Kondratieff Waves and technological cycles. She is also investigating trends in Russian demographic dynamics and their causes
