A new working paper by the Evidence Project synthesizes the available research from the latest generation of population, health, and environment (PHE) projects, providing a detailed account of the benefits of integrated projects and gaps in the evidence base. “The Impact of Population, Health, and Environment Projects: A Synthesis of the Evidence” reviews reports from almost 40 integrated projects.
