PAA in New Orleans, April 17-19, 2008 

The Big Easy was knocked down but not out by the levee failures following Hurricane Katrina in August 2005. The extensive flooding of key residential areas has resulted in unprecedented shifts in population size and composition, and these profound demographic changes will be highlighted at the meetings. There will also be opportunities for attendees to visit affected areas, be briefed about their recovery, and even participate in the rebuilding in a small way. 

But the older sections of the city most familiar to visitors did not flood and were scarcely damaged at all. The convention hotels and nearly all of the major restaurants, the entire Central Business District, the French Quarter and Marigny Districts, the Garden District and Uptown – i.e., all of the major tourist areas - are all now fully functional. Opportunities to explore and enjoy the “old” New Orleans will be extensive. A special wildlife tour into the swamp, as well as a “wildlife” tour of the best music and nightclub scenes in the city are in the works. Those returning to New Orleans will find nearly all of their favorite restaurants and night spots ready and eager to welcome them back. 

For the most serious music lovers, plan to come early or stay late: PAA week will be sandwiched by French Quarter Fest (April 11-13) and the first week of Jazz Fest (April 25-27).
