There is a PhD position available at the Netherlands Interdisciplinary Demographic Institute (NIDI) in the Hague to work on a project aiming to explain differences in union dissolution between Dutch municipalities. The project is funded by the Dutch Research Council (NWO).
The PhD researcher will study to what extent differences in union dissolution rates between Dutch neighborhoods and municipalities can be accounted for by compositional (individual characteristics such as religious involvement, household income and level of education), contextual (environment average religious involvement, household income and educational attainment) and cross-level effects (interactions between individual and contextual characteristics). The PhD candidate will perform analyses on linked survey and register data, available from Statistics Netherlands (CBS). 
Candidates should have a completed Research Master in Social Sciences (or a comparable background) and solid knowledge of statistical methods for the analysis of large-scale data. Also, experience with statistical modeling of nested data such as multilevel modeling is a pre.
