WELLWAYS aims to analyse, using longitudinal data from Switzerland and France, how work and family trajectories jointly affect well-being. The overall objective of the project is to understand the risks of deterioration of well-being throughout their lives, by taking a dynamic approach to the life course and a multidimensional approach to wellbeing. The aim will be to analyse the role of individual resources in preventing the risks or limiting their impact. This comparative project will aim to put into perspective analyses based on the French datasets (Health and Professional Itinerary Survey and CONSTANCES cohort) with results obtained by the Lausanne team based Swiss data.
