We are announcing a New English Language Master of Science (MSc) Program with Concentration in Population at WU in Vienna.
As part of the new two-year SEEP (Socio-Ecological Economics and Policy) MSc Program formal training in Demography and Human Capital is offered by the WU (Vienna University of Economics) in collaboration with the Wittgenstein Centre for Demography and Global Human Capital, which also includes the Vienna Institute of Demography and the World Population Program of IIASA. 
Students have to choose two out of four Concentration Areas (with the others being Environmental Change, Globalization and Multi-Level Policy and Globalization and Social Policy). The Concentration Area on Population is led by Wolfgang Lutz. 
Admission to the program is competitive, but no tuition fee is charged for students from the EU and most developing countries (for others there is a modest fee). Up to 60 students will be admitted to the entire program every academic year with around a quarter writing their thesis in Population. 
For starting in October 2016 the main application deadline is January 8, with a second deadline on March 8, 2016.
