Task 1. What is the number of industrially developed countries of the world where total fertility rate in 2011 is in the range between 1.21 and 1.39? Which countries are they? Why the data from the World Population Data Sheet (http://www.prb.org/Publications/Datasheets/2011/2011-world-population-data-sheet.aspx), prepared by the Population Reference Bureau, are unsuitable for obtaining the answer? Is the database INED Population in figures (http://www.ined.fr/en/pop_figures/) fit for this?
Task 2. Crude marriage rate is one of the population indicators. Dynamics of it may be represented in graphic form. For example the last 63-year period for Germany, Holland, and Norway looks like:
