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NATURAL MOVEMENT Ol.i' THE RURAL POPULATION 
IN ESTONIA IN 1650-1799 

H.Palli 

Summary 

The natural movement of the population is a decisive factor 
in the history of population. In historical demography a care­
ful study of this question includes not only the death and birth 
rates but also fertilitf, marriage rates and marriage patterns, 
life tables and reproduction rates. 

After the elaboration of the method of family reconstitution 
by M.Fleury and L.Henry, the evolution of the natural movement 
of the population has been carefUlly studied in many European 
countries. But in the Soviet Union these problems have not been 
sufficiently studied, especially in respect to the 17th and 18th 
century. In this monograph the natural movement of the popula­
tion of Estonia has been examined concerning a period covering 
more than a century. 

Chapter one. The sources, the historiography and the metho­
dology. 

The most important· sources of the monograph are parish re­
gisters. There have been preserved 39 parish registers from the 
period of 1650-1710 in Estonia. But most of them have several 
gaps, and only three (Rouge, 1661-1696; Poltsamaa, 1663-1703; 
Noarootsi, 1663-1710) may be used for family reconstitution. 
For the years 1711-1799 83 parish registers are available, and 
30 or more of them may be used for family reconstitution. 

The first census in Estonia was carried out only in 1881. 
But from 1782 to 1858 several so-called revisions of souls took 
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place. These revisions approximate a census. Thus, in the coun­
tryside every manor had to put down all its inhabitants (exclu­
ding nobility as well as some other small categories in North 
Estonia) by name, sex and age. The revision lists for 1782 and 
1795 give the surname of the head of the household (on a farm 
or in a cotter's household), all the persons living in the 
household and their relations to the head of the household 
(wife, son, daughter, farmhand, etc.). 

The land revisions took place in the 18th century~712-
1778). The Swedish inguisition (1686-1689) resembles a land 
revision, but did not cover all manors, and in most cases only 
some categories of the peasant population were described. The 
land revisions give the name of the head of the household and 
the number of the inhabitants of the household, divided into sex 
and age groups (children, persons in the working age of 15-60, 
old and infirm persons). 

The revisions of souls and the land revisions are likewise 
valuable sources for the study of the natural movement of the 
population. 

In Estonia historical demography was not s popular subject 
until the sixties of the present century. 

1879 P.Jordan wrote an article about the plague in North 
Estonia in 1710. 1935 O.Liiv gave his estimation of the popu­
lation of Estonia in 1695 (350,000). In 1938 he published a 
monograph of the great famine of 1695-1697 in Estonia (70,000-
75,000 victims of the famine). The population of the 18th cen­
tury was not so thoroughly examined, only two articles having 
been written (by V.Miller and J.Kopp), and namely on the 
plague of 1710-1711. Some information on the history of popu­
lation, including the natural movement of the population may be 
found in local monograph· (especially in "Laiuse kihelkonna aja­
lugu" /"The history of the parish Laiuse"/ by J.Kopp). 

The interest in the history of the population has consider­
ably risen from the sixties onwards. Thus, S.Vahtre has studied 
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the dynamics of the - population in northern Estonia (Estland, 
Eestimaa), using as the main source the "revisions of souls"; 
however, in one of the chapters he has also treated the birth­
rate, the death-rate and the marriage rate. H.Ligi has used the 
land revisions for a study of the population size in 1712-1816. 

Some other problems (life tables, population movement and 
economics) have been studied by J .Kahk (mostly covering the final 
years of the 18th century). 

The methods for a general study of the natural movement of 
the rural population in the period of 1650-1799 and its seasonali­
ty are alm_ost identical with those used by the French and English 
scholars, whereas family reconstitution requires more complicated 
methods. 

The Estonian names in the 17th and 18th century had the 
following structure: the surname, the names of the ancestors and 
the Christian name. Sometimes only the surname and the Christian 
name were used. As the surnames were not officially fixed, they 
often show different forms changed. So ~ (surname) Jaani 
(grandfathers' name) Jlirri (fathers' name) Tennis (name) was 
often used in shorter forms (Punso Jlirri T8nnis or ~ T8nnis) 
or even with another surname (~ Jaani Jtirri T8nnis or~ 
Tennis). Thus, the work with Estonian parish registers and name­
lists is more complicated than with the French or English ones. 

The standard methods of family reconstitution are modifiedac­
cording to Estonian data, and a new method - family identifica­
t:i:on - is added. 

The family reconstitution using Estonian parish registers has 
two stages. At first it is carried out without taking into con­
sideration the possible changes of surnames. But the possibility 
of dropping or adding the grandfather's or father's name should 
be taken into consideration. So, at the first stage of family 
reconstitution ~ Tennis, ~ Jtirri T8nnis and ~ Jaani 
Jtirri Tennis are regarded as the name of one person (or probably 
one person). Of course, if there were established two or more 
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persons with the same surname and name (for example, ~ /Jaa­
ni Jlirri/ Tennis and ~ /Mardi Jaako/ T8nnis) during the fa­
mily reconstitution, the work will go on as in the case of the 
same family name and the same name in western Europe. 

At the fl!econd stage, the family reconstitution forms (=FRF) 
are sorted by dwelling places (manor, village), and then by the 
name of husband and wife. If, on FRF of the type M (marriage 
date given) and another or more FRFs of the type E (marriage 
date not mentioned) or on two or more FRFs of the type E the 
names of husband and wife are the same, then other demographic 
data are carefully studied, and if there are no facts excluding 
the possibility of their belonging to one family, the data of 
two or more FRFs are included in one FRF. Sometimes it is pos­
sible to check up such decisions by the revision of souls or by 
the personal book. Here is an example. Two FRFs from the village 

of Meelva (parish Karuse, manor Matsalu):

There is obviously only one family, the family of Wabi Simo 
Jlirri described on two FRFs • .§.1!!!.2. Jtirri was only a shorter form 

of the fUll name (Wabi Simo Jlirri). 
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At the first stage of family reconstitution the FRPs are 
filled out separately. In many cases the identification of fa­
milies of .FRPs and revision lists (revision of souls) is quite 
near to the described family identification procedure. 

There are three possible cases. 
1. The surname of the head of the household or family in 

the Fa! and in the revision list is the same. There are no 
troubles with finding out his FRF. The best way is to findout 
all such FRFs in the manor (or in the parish). It is in most 
cases easy to find out the FRFs of the sons or brothers, etc., 
of the head of the household, too. 

2. The surname of the head of the household in parishreg­
isters (FRF) and in the revision lists is different. The iden­
tification is carried out by comparing the names of the head 
of the household and his wife, their age (in years) and then 
the names and ages of their children. But sometimes we can 
find the other variant of the surname in parish registers,too. 

3. The surname of the head of the family is· not given in 
the revision lists. The identification goes on in thesame way 
as in the second case. 

Having the FRF and knowing the structure of the Estonian 
households, it is possible in many cases to identify the fa­
milies and the personsliving with a great degree of probabi­
lity on the farm. 

In land revisions there are given only the surname and 
~ame of the head of the farm and the number of persons living 
on the farm, as divided by sex and into three main categories: 
children; persons of a working age; old and infirm persons. 

Here is an example . 
According to the land revision of 1739 in the village of 

Meelva (manor Matsalu, Karuse parish , county Laiinemaa), on t he 
farm of ~ Hinrich, there were living t he head of the f arm , 
h is wif e, ot her men of working age - 2, women of a wor king 
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age- 1, one old or infirm woman; children- boys 2, girls 4. 
Total- 5 male and.7 female persons. 

The family of Pawelle Jurri Hinrich, according to the FRF, 
had the following members in 1739: Pawelle Jurri Hinrich born 
on January 24, 1698, his wife Ann (age unknown), their child­
ren: sons - JUrri (born March 24; 1723), Mihkel (born Sept. 
8, 1734), Jaan (born Aug. 6, 1737), daughter Eed (born Nov. 

15, 1729). 
In the same village there were living the family of the 

brother of Pawelle Jurri Hinrich and his mother. Probab~ they 
were living on the same farm. The family of PawelleJurri Jaan 
(born in 1706) was as follows: his wife Marret, his daughters 
Madle (born Nov. 20, 1734), Lieso (Jan. 12, 1737), Marri (Ju­
ly 21, 1739). The mother of the head of the household Marreth 

died in 1750. 
So according to the FRF, we have 5 men, 1 women. One old 

person - the mother of Pawelle Hinrich, 6 children (2 boys, 4 
girls), 3 me~ and two women of a working age. 

The best results were got using the revision of souls and 
the FRFs . Approximately 12 per cent of all ages given in the 
revis ion lists were cor r ected in Karuse using the data of the 
FRFs. In many cases in the revision l i sts the ~tatus ~lation 

to t he head of t he household ) of some per sons i s not exac t , 
and in many cases the real data are· t o ·be repl aced f r om the 
FRF. The revision lists give us a possi bili t y t o study the 
household structure and to find out the dwelling place and the 
real social status of most persons living in the parish. 

Chapter two. The nat ural movement of the rural population 

in 1650-1710. 
After a period of wars ( 1558-1625) and a decrease in the 

population (in 1630 approximately by 100,000-150,000 inhab­
itants) there began a period of rapid growth in the population 
( in North Estonia until the eighties and in South Estonia un­
t il the nineties). In 1695 Estonia had a population of 315,~ 
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400,000. It is quite a high number for the 17th century. In 

1695 the urban population was about 6 per cent of the total. 

The birth rate (for parishes from which we have sources) 
was 35-409'~ the marriage rate 9-10%.. In normal years the num­
ber of births for Estonia was 14,000-18,000 a year, and the 
number of marriages 3,500-4,000. It is very difficult to say 
anything about the death rate because we have a very great un­
derregistration of deaths in the parish registers, It is only 

possible to propose that in normal years it was 12,000-14,000. 
This level was quite high. After the Northern War and the 

plague epidemics (1710-1711) the level of births of 1680-1710 

was reached in most parishes of North Estonia, Saaremaa Island, 
the western part of South Estonia in 1770-1790, and in the 
eastern part of South Estonia in 1'740-1760. 

The average of 20 parishes amounted to 104 boys per 100 
new born girls. Illegitimacy in rural parishes was about 2%. A 
very characteristic feature was the seasonality of marriages. 
Two-thirds or more of all marriages of the year were concluded 
during November, December and January. The seasonality of con­
ceptions and deaths was not so sharp as the seasonality of 
marriages. The number of conceptions was higher in November, 
December and January and in April, May, June, July. In August 

and September it was very low. The number of deaths was higher 
in winter and in spring. The explanation of the seasonality of 
marriages is following: the Estonian rural population consisted 
mainly of serfs whose standard of living was very low. It was 
only once a year, after the harvest, that they had both more 
food and more leisure, and it was at this time, too, that the 
farm animals were slaughtered. 

In two parishes - Rouge und Karuae - the marriages between 
the peasant inhabitants of different manors are studied. Thus, 
in Rouge, 59 per cent of the bridegroom married a girl from 

their own manor, in Karuse 45 per cent. The marriage fertility 
rates in Rouge were: in the age group of 20-24 - 0.39; in the 
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age• group of 25-29- 0,41; in the age group of 30-34- 0.36. In 
most parishes the number of births per marriage was 4-4.5. In 
Vandra in 1683, 34.4 per cent of the total population (includmg 
children) was married, But as the age structure of the population 
is not known, so it is impossible to find the distribution of 
married persons by age groups. 

In Vandra, in 1683, the mean household size (=MHS) was 7.3; 
in Karuse, in 1686 - 6,4, On the South Estonian mainland there 
were quite common copartners' (in Estonian "poolemaamees") fazms: 
two or more households in a houseful, In most cases the fields 
of such copartners were divided, but the meadows and other lands 
were used in common. The copartners were regarded as one farm 
by the landlord, and so they had to pay their feudal rent and 
to perform their corv~e duty together. In North Estonia and in 
Saaremaa, copartners' farms were very rare. 

In Vandra, in 1683, there were 56 peasant farms with one 
household, 33 with two or more households, 64,4 per cent of all 
households in Vandra were one-family households (type 3). But 
households with two or more families (type 5) were quite common, 
too (24.3%). The households of type 4 (family and one or more 
relatives) were quite rare (6.8%). 

Quite common were the households with servants (farmhand~-
60 or 45,5 per cent. Sometimes the farmhands had their own fa­
milies, Most of them worked not on the farm but in the manor. 

Two great catastrophes in the history of the Estonian popu­
lation in 1650-1710 are discussed separately. The first one is 
the great famine in 1695-1697 (1698), Before the famine, Esto­
nia was one of the greatest exporters of grain, Thus in 1694 
more than 18,000 "lasts" (36,000 metric tons) of grain were ex­
ported. Approximately 20-25· per cent of all grain reaped before 
the famine were exported. But this export was reached at the 
peasants' expence. In 1695 and 1696 there was a crop failure, 

and as most of the grain was exported, the famine in the spring 
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of 1697 (in Saaremaa in 1698) reached ,its culmination. With the 
famine, epidemics broke out. In the years 1695-1697(1698) there 
were more than 70,000 deaths. 

The second great catastrophe was the plague epidemic in 
1710-1711. This epidemic broke out during the Northern War 
(1700-1721). Estonia was one of the arenas of this war. In 1709 
there was a crop failure accompanied by famine. In 1710 the 
pla~ue was brought in from Poland and spread very rapidly in 
the western and northern parts of Estonia. In the south-east the 
number of victims of the plague was small. From the plague and 
other diseases in 1710-1711 there died _approximately 170,000 
200,000 inhabitants of Estonia. 

Chapter three. The natural movement of the rural population 
in 1711-1799. 

The period of 1711-1799 was a period of rapid growth of the 
size of the population in Estonia. In 1712 there were 150,000 -
170,000.inhabitants, in 1782 485,000. We have some evidence 
about the age structure of the population, too. Approximately 
42 per cent of all the population in the countryside were chil­
dren in 1731 - 1732, and in 1782 about 40 per cent. The high num­
ber of children is an evidence of a very rapid growth in the 
popul ation. 

In 1782 , i n Karus e, 34.6 per cent of the whole popul ation 
and 57 .4 per cen t of the a dul t population wer e mar ried . Here 
~re s ome da ta ab out the marr i ed women by age groups : 20- 24 

28 . 3 per cent, 25-29- 67.1, 30- 34 - 86 . 9, 35- 39- 90 , 40-44 
85 . 2, and 45-49 - 79 . 2. It i s inte r es ting t hat the farmhandsand 
members of their f amilie s mar ried at a hi gher age t han the farm­
ers and their kin. 

According t o S.Vahtre, there wer e cr op f a ilures in 1741 , 
1758, 1772, 1788-1789 and 1798-1799 , and in 1798-1799 there wa s 
a smallpox epidemic, as well. In many pari shes , in t he years 

1740-1741, 1755-1758, 1772-1773, 1780-1781, 1788-1789 and 1798-
1799 the number of deaths was higher than the number of births. 
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But these indices were not so catastrophic as those of the fa­
mine in the years 1695-1697 or the plague epidemic in 1710 

1711. 
During the 18th century, the birth rate in Estonia was ap-

proximately near to 40%•, in the North Estonia it was to some 
extent lower than in South Estonia. The birth rate in Saaremaa 
in 177 4 was 39. 31oo, in 1780-1 784 for North Estonia 39.6, and for 
South Estonia 41.91oo. The marriage rate in 1730-1734 was about 
9roo, and in the eighties of the same century approximately the 

same. 
It is very difficult to find the death rate, as the under-

registration of deaths was very high. As the birth rate in 
the year 1712-1782 was approximately 401~ and the natural in­
crease about 13%o, the death rate might have been approximately 
211~. The real death rate varied widely from year to year; in 
some years it was even higher than the birth rate, in others 
quite low. At the end of the century it became higher, 30-33%o. 

So the peaceful period in the 18th century (from 1710 to 
1917 there were no wars on the territory of Estonia) brought 
along a rapid increase of the population. Most of it was a na­

tural increase. 
Illegitimacy in rural parishes in the years 1711-1799 was 

low, about 2%. In two Swedish parishes, on Vormsi Island and 
Noarootsi Peninsula, it was even lower (0.2 and 0.25%). 

In the thirties, approximately 9,000-10,000 children were 
born every year (mean); 6,000-7,000 deaths and 2,000-2,500mar­
riages tork place. In the eighties the same figures were 

18,000-19,000, 15,000-17,000 and 4,0GC - 4,500. 
In the eighteenth century the seasonality. of marriages was 

more or less of the same character as in the seventeenth 
century. In most pa~ishes the Estonian peasants mafried mostly 
( from 2/3 to 3/4 of ali mar riages of the year) during two or 
three winter months (November, December, January) . It was typ­
ical onl y of the Es t onians. The German population in the 
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countryside married evenly during the wh6le year. The same can 
be said about the urban population. 

The seasonality of conceptions and deaths was more or less 
the same as it was in the seventeenth century. 

The age specific (marital) fertility in Karuse (marriages 
in 1713-1760) was the following: the age group of 20-24- 0.429; 
25-29 - 0.39; 30-34 - 0,386; 35-39 - 0.342. 

The average number of baptisms per marriage in the yearsaf 
1712-1799 in seventeen Estonian parishes was 4,3, 

The mean age of the first marriage for women in Karuse in 

1750-1774 was 22.7 years, in 1725-1749 21.8 years. For men it 
was higher (26 'years of age). 

The intervals between births were the following 
marriages in 1712-1760): between the marriage and the 
birth - 16.3 months; between the firs't and the second 
28.6; between the second and the third birth - 30,8, 

(Karuse, 
first 

birth -

The expectation of life in Karuse for the generation born 
in 1712-1724 (mean of all deaths until 1800) was 34,4 year~ in 

1783-1794 28.6 years. The gross reproduction rate for Karuse 
was about 2,8 and the net reproduction rate 1.4. 

The .MHS in 1732 for farmers' households in Virumaa was 
6.3 (for cotters 3.5), in Laanemaa 6.5 (3.2), ~ Harjumaa 6.9 
(3.6), in Jarvamaa 7.2 (3.9) on Saaremaa Island 6.1 (2.3). On 
the mainland of South Estonia, in th.e Vandra parish (county of 
Parnumaa) the MHS of the farmers' (single household on a farm) 
was 9.8, on copartners' farms 8.2 in cotters' households 4,5, 
In Otepaa parish the figures were respectively 11.5, 8.5 and 
6.1. 

During the years 1726-1795 the MHS was growing. So in Ka­
ruse, in 1726, the MHS was 5.7, in 1739 - 6.9 and in 1795- &~ 
In 1782, in Karuse, 53 per cent of all households were simple 
family households (category 3), 32 per cent multiple family 
households (category 5) and 14 per cent extended family house­
holds (category 4). 47 per cent of all households had farm-
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hands. 

In Conclusions and Comparisons, the Estonian characteris­
tics of the natural movement of the population are compared 
with other countries, The birth rate and fertility in Estonia 
in the 17th and 18th centuries seem to be quite near to the 
same figures in France (rural population). The character of 
the natural movement of the Estonian rural population in near 
to the "European type", and especially in respect to the mid­
dle category of this type. 

The household structure in Estonia was more complicated 

than in western Europe (a higher percentage of multiple house­
holds and copartners' housefUls in South Estonia), 

The Estonian population in the years 1712-1799 was devel­
opimg more quickly than in the second part of the 17thcentur~ 
One of the reasons was the period of peace, But, like in the 
17th century, the 18th century was likewise a time of the do­
mination of feudal rent and of a very cumbersome corv~e syste~
